2 Solution for example 1: Plagiat

It would be considered plagiarism because the first sentence quotes the source material, yet does not cite the author or the page
number. The second sentence by itself is a good example of a direct quotation, but the writer needs to cite the first sentence as
well - maybe by starting the sentence off with ‘"Mtume ya Salaam believes...” and ending with the page number from the article.
